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Roland ‘Yolly’ Hawkins —
1932-2022

Our Dad, Roland, known
only as Yolly to many, lived |
all his life in Syresham. He
left only twice, neither
times by choice — the first for national
service and the second moving into a
nursing home for the last few weeks of his
life. He passed away in his sleep on 3"
July 2022, just shy of his 90" birthday.

He was born on 9% July 1932 to John and
Alice Hawkins, the 11" of 13 brothers and
sisters. In his early years he attended the
village school and pumped the organ
bellows at St James Church. In January
1951 he joined the Royal Norfolk
Regiment and went off to serve in the
Korean War. A massive step for an 18-
year-old village boy, but he was proud of
his contribution and enjoyed the
camaraderie of army life. Once retired he
joined the British Korean Veterans
Association  taking part in  many
Remembrance Sunday marches past the
Cenotaph in London.

He worked hard throughout his life, from
brick layer, to fencing contractor, steward
at Silverstone on race days, and, in his
later years a delivery driver for Brackley
Sawmills. He also played hard. He was a
keen darts player picking up many awards
in local pubs, including House Champion
at the Kings Head in 1964, the trophy for
which took pride of place on his mantel
piece until this day. And there’s many a
tale of escapades on his motorbike and
nights out as a young man — best not
repeated here! Motor sports were an
interest throughout his life. Whilst
courting our Mum, Carol, they took part
in road rallies in Wales, where once he
thought they’d come in first only to find
they had not followed the correct route!
Whether this was the fault of the driver or

navigator does not matter, as they went
on to marry in 1964.

He was married for 19 years, losing our
Mum in 1983 after she was diagnosed
with Multiple Sclerosis in 1976. During
our Mum'’s illness he strove to keep
family life as normal as possible.
Eventually he gave up work to care for
her full time. He never remarried and
looked back fondly on the all too short
time with Mum.

Family was always important to our Dad,
from getting lifts on a King’s Brewery
delivery van as a youngster visiting an
older sister who had moved away, to
looking after and entertaining his
Grandsons, Sharon’s two boys George
and Edward — he was the proudest of
Granddads.

He led a simple life, never wanting for
much and occupying his spare time with
his lifelong hobbies of growing vegetables
and woodworking. He would always be
there to lend a helping hand, be it
clipping the hedge of a neighbour or
doing DIY for us both — my first house was
in Newcastle-upon-Tyne and after a long
drive up he was fitting a garden gate he
had made before the kettle was boiled!

He was never a man of many words,
you’d find out that he was proud of your
achievements from someone else, but he
was very sociable — often we’d meet up in
a pub where he’d spend most of the time
speaking to others. He will be very much
missed by family and friends.

Thank you to all who have expressed
their condolences and shared their
memories of our Dad. His funeral takes
place at St James Church on Friday 19"
August at 1pm and he will then be laid to
rest in the cemetery with our Mum and
alongside his Mum and Dad.

CALL FOR BELLRINGERS

Consider a skill which you can
learn at any age from about 12
upwards and improve over a
lifetime; a skill where mental
agility combines with gentle
physical exercise; a skill which
has been practiced for at least
400 years in some of the most beautiful
and important buildings in the country.

You can learn this skill locally, tuition
is free of charge and as a practitioner
you would be helping to provide a
service to the local community.

SYRESHAM NEEDS
BELLRINGERS!

St. James’ church, has 5 bells, the
heaviest (‘the tenor’) weighing 462kg.
Three of the Syresham bells were cast
in 1624, one in 1687 and the tenor in
1867. They sit in an oak frame which is
said to date to 1799. From the lightest
to heaviest their notes are D#, C#, B#,
A# and G#.

Although many churches have 6 or 8
bells and cathedrals have 10 to 12;
nevertheless, our 5 bells sound superb
and provide plenty of challenge to
new ringers.

MORE

The accessibility of ringing chambers
does vary - an  important
consideration for anyone  with
mobility issues. In Syresham there is a
short, static ladder to a trap door.

Bells are rung from below. A single
rope turns a large wheel to which the
bell is fixed. The wheel is swung
backwards and forwards and a clapper
in the bell strikes as the bell
moves in each direction.
Controlled ringing is possible
when the mouth of the bell is
swung round to face
| upwards; the bell can then be
held at balance before it
swings down in the opposite
direction and its momentum
takes it round full circle.
Bellringing is about timing
and technique rather than strength.

Learning bell handling is really about



understanding how to manage a length
of moving rope to ensure that the right
amount of tension is applied at the right
time and in the right direction to keep
full control.

But learning to handle a bell is just the
start. Sounding your bell in exactly the
right place as the other bells constantly
shift their position according to a
predetermined formula or ‘method’
requires analytical skills as well as those
of listening, observation and memory.
There will always be more complicated
methods to ring and untried churches or
cathedrals to ring them in.

Because bell-ringing takes place in
church, people wonder whether you
have to be religious to take part. Most
ringers think of ringing as a community
rather than a faith activity. It is ‘good
manners’ to ring, at least some of the
time, prior to Sunday church services,
but staying for the service itself is
optional. Ringing to mark national
events is important.

Practices tend to be weekly on a set
evening, from around 7.30 to 9.00 p.m.
with local churches practicing on
different nights so ringers can go to
whichever best matches their
availability and ringing preferences.
