18.Consider parking issues in the village and suggest that the Police and WNC Highways work
together to help resolve dangerous problems especially around Blenheim Place and double
parking outside the school.

19.Discuss suggestion for a Villagers Noticeboard (other than the Post Office).



20.Should dog waste bags be provided for use in the Pocket Park, to help encourage people to
pick up after their dogs.

21.Discuss requirement for another defibrillator at the other end of the village and the need for
more defibrillator training.
