 MINUTES
1.   To receive and accept any apologies for absence.                                                Apologies were received by the Chair from Cllr H MacIver.
2. To accept Gary Lowther as councillor. Cllr Lowther signed the Declaration of Acceptance.
3. To accept resignation of Cllr J Haycock. This was proposed by ID and seconded by DG. It was resolved to accept Cllr Haycock’s resignation.
4. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION – no members of the public wished to speak.
5. To receive and approve for signature the MINUTES of the meeting held on Wednesday 27th September 2023 – proposed ID, seconded DG.
It was resolved to approve the minutes and the Chair signed them.     
6. MATTERS ARISING   i) DD has obtained a copy of the form from Helmdon but it does not give any useful information.
                                     ii) The pavement in High Street. Cllr Bambridge confirmed that this is a trip hazard. The Council was asked to formally inform him that it forces wheelchair users to go on the road. He will then take the matter further.
                                     iii) ‘Twenty is Plenty’ signs to be put up by DG. Cllr Lowther asked for one for Crowfield but it was not felt appropriate in a cul-de-sac.
                                     iv) The Council has obtained a poppy wreath for the service on Remembrance Sunday at the stone. DG and CM to put poppies and poppy cascade on the fence at the rear of the stone.
                                      v) Cost of a second Youth Taster Session. This would be £100 for one session with 2 people. There was some discussion and the point made that we must have leaders to run a Youth Club. It was suggested that we liaise with the school and put something on the Facebook page. It was decided to leave this until the New Year and then discuss further.
                                       vi) Swingfield Lease. DD has been in touch with the George Timms Trust and the solicitors. In truth the GT Trust should contact the solicitors but they are happy for the Parish Council to continue.
                                       vii) Lighting of Plymouth Brethren’s car park in Pimlico. They have replied that the project was approved by WNC and although they would like to help, the project has gone too far and it would be extremely costly to change it now. A copy of their letter will be sent to the resident concerned.
7.  To receive DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST under the Council’s Code of Conduct related to business on the agenda- None received
8. To receive REPORT FROM COUNCILLOR Dermot Bambridge, Ward Councillor Silverstone Ward WNC.
 Cllr Bambridge outlined the new rules for dogs and smoking in West Northants.
 He stated that nothing has happened on the Truckstop application since April and the planning department is still awaiting the applicant submitting further highway information. The AL employment sites are still in ongoing discussions.
He outlined the Consultation on the interim bus policy. The council is seeking local views on the new bus policy which will guide decisions on how to spend the funding to support the local bus network and ensure it meets the needs of our local communities. 
He explained how the 7.5 tonne weight limit on the A413 through Silverstone proposed by Dame Andrea Leadsom would affect the village.
