Report to Syresham Parish Council from West Northamptonshire Councillor Dermot Bambridge
There is not a great deal to report this month.  I am starting with an issue related to dogs which you may have picked up from the recent WNC Parish Briefing but as there is an item related to dogs on your agenda, I felt it was appropriate to highlight it.
New rules for dogs and smoking.
West Northants Cabinet has introduced a variation to the Public Spaces Protection Orders (PSPOS) which came into force on 3rd October to help promote responsible dog ownership and now prohibits smoking in certain public spaces across the whole of West Northamptonshire.
The requirements and restrictions of the variation to the Order are summarised as follows. Anyone who is in control of a dog in a public place must:
· pick up after the dog immediately
· have the appropriate means to pick up after that dog
· prohibit dogs from entering the following: children’s play areas, schools when open and in use by pupils, skateparks, tennis courts, multi-use games areas (MUGAs) and bowling greens
· keep the dog on a lead when in: Cemeteries, burial sites, graveyards, memorial gardens, allotments, car parks, sports grounds, fields and pitches, when in use for authorised sporting activity, land near the café area at Daventry Country Park, Northampton Town Centre, Land at Upton Country Park Phase 2 (land between Kislingbury and Upton) and near schools when open and in use by pupils
· put the dog on a lead when requested to do so by an Authorised Person
· restrict the number of dogs that can be walked by one person to a maximum of four dogs at any one time, unless they are a licensed boarder, breeder or dog day care provider whereby a maximum of six can be walked at any one time.    
In addition
· the smoking of tobacco, tobacco related products, smokeless tobacco products including electronic cigarettes, herbal cigarettes or any illegal substances is prohibited in the following areas: Children’s play areas, land near schools when open and in use by pupils, skateparks, tennis courts, multi-use games areas (MUGAs) and bowling greens.  
A £100 fixed penalty notice (FPN) may be issued if you fail to comply with any of the requirements or restrictions contained within the varied PSPO.
Planning updates
Nothing has happened on the Syresham truck stop application since April. Planning still awaits the applicant submitting further highway information.
The AL employment sites are still in ongoing discussions with the respective highway authorities.  DHL and Bell Plantation (both AL1) might be making further formal submissions in about three weeks.  The committee dates are still unknown.
Consultation the interim bus policy.
People across West Northamptonshire are being invited to share their views on the new interim bus policy which will help shape future priorities and the development of a future Local Transport Plan. 
A short-term local bus policy is being developed as part of a review of the current bus network. This interim bus policy will enable the Council to maintain support for local bus services and the communities they serve, in advance of a new long term Local Transport Plan which is currently in development being adopted around late 2024. While most services are operated by external partners, there are a small number which are funded by WNC. The council is seeking local views on the new bus policy which will guide decisions on how to spend the funding to support the local bus network and ensue it meet the needs of our local communities.
Feedback is being sought on the three priorities identified for the interim bus policy and if they would be supported, as well as wider views on local bus services.

7.5 tonne weight limit on the A413 Silverstone.
The proposal from Dame Andrea Leadsom for the imposition of a 7.5 tonne weight limit on the A413 through Silverstone has resulted from the concerns that if the Shacks Barn planning application for further industrial development goes ahead, the lack of A43 slip roads to the adjacent junction would lead to a large number of HGVs driving along the A413 through Silverstone village and past the new primary school.  The proposal involves putting a weight limit of 7.5 tonnes between the new mini roundabout at the Junction of Brackley Road and Dadford Road and the roundabout just north of Linnells timber yard, adjacent to the bridge over the A43 by Shacks Barn.  This would permit only buses and vehicles requiring access to the village to drive on this part of the road.
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
