We all agree Ability Bus was available but I explained two villagers 
booked to go to Tesco Brackley but were there for 3 hours I said not one supermarket in Brackley has 
a coffee shop where you can sit and wait. There will be an online survey which we hope villagers will 
complete and Mr Pointin will be at coffee shop tomorrow to listen to villagers comments. 
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
